Endotheliitis, ventilator demand, testing, infection control, the path forward  

Peer review journals include: 

 A letter to the editor demonstrating the presence viral elements within endothelial cells, and

 The Centre for Evidence Based Medicine released reviews on: interventions for reducing the 

risk of asymptomatic healthcare workers transmitting COVID-19 infection to other household 

members here; the advantages and disadvantages of different tests for screening, diagnosing 

and monitoring COVID-19 here; and the efficacy and safety of rapid exercise tests here 

 The Cochrane library released a rapid evidence review focused on barriers and facilitators of 

healthcare workers’ adherence to infection prevention and control guidelines  here 

New guidance focuses on:

 The use of computed tomography (CT scans) in patients undergoing elective cancer surgery

 Screening clients for respiratory infection symptoms at entry to homeless shelters, from the 

CDC here
